 A. All believers are to pattern their lives after Jesus Christ.
B.Jesus was very active during His ministry on earth.

 C.This should be true of every believer for Christ.
 D.Andrew found Simon. Jesus found Philip. Philip found Nathanael.(They  were active.)
 E.The believers message is, WE HAVE FOUND THE CHRISTI
 F.If people question our message we are to say, "COME AND SEE!"
G.Jesus knew Nathanael as He knew us , BY AN ETERNAL CHOICE!

TRUTHS RELATIVE TO THE SUBJECT.
1.Many believe Nathanael was the Bartholomew of Matthew 10:3.
2.Nazareth proverbially was a place of ill repute.
3.When Nathanael questioned Philip he said COME AND SEE!

4.The tree Nathanael was under must have been a favorite place to pray.
5.Nathanael must have been a very faithful believer for Jesus to commend him this way.
III THE CONSIDERATION OF THE TEXT- John 1:47.
1.The meaning of the term "AN ISRAELITE INDEED." Was that he was a true descendant of Jacob according to the flesh.
2.He was also a child of God spiritually.
3.Having no guile meant in him was no deceit no falsehood he was no hypocrite.
4.Nathanael was simpler straightforward, honest, and open.
5.He was willing to come and see if Jesus was the Messiah according to Old Testament scripture.
6.An Israelite indeed according to Romans 2:28-29.
   A.Not just a Jew according to the flesh.
   B.Not just a Jew who had circumcision in the flesh.
   C.But one who was right with God from the heart.
   D.This did not come by just keeping the law, but by faith in Christ.
7.This was a very high commendation coming from Christ Himself.
IV  WHAT KIND OF COMMENDATION COULD CHRIST MAKE ABOUT US?
1.We know He could not say a Israelite indeed.
2.I hope He could say "IN WHOM IS NO GUILE."
3.I hope He can say HE OR SHE IS A TRUE CHILD OF GOD!"
4.I hope Christ could make a good commendation about each of us as He did about Nathanael.
