II  THE CONSIDERATION OF THE CONTEXT.

1.Boasting is a very repelling sin, unless we boast properly.

2.We have all been exposed to self praise or boasting.

3.Proper commendation is what Paul did as to his co-laborers.

4.When we as a Church grant a letter it is a commendation.

5.Some accused Paul improperly commending himself.

6.This was true of the false preachers & teachers that came into Corinth.

7.When Paul stated his God given powers this was not a boast but the truth.

8.The false preachers & teachers measured themselves by their equals not

their superiors.

9.Then they measured by their own standards.

10.Paul's measurements were of God not man.

11.God sent Paul to Corinth to do what he did, start a Church.

12.Paul did not boast of works that God did not do through him.

13.He did not take credit of works done by others.

14.God has drawn a line for everyone's ministry.

15.Paul had not went beyond what God designed for him to do.

III THE CONSIDERATION OF THE TEXT- II Corinthians 10:18.

  1.Self praise is a shameful sin.

  2.The only real approval is that of the Lord.

  3.The way God commends ones ministry.

   A.In Paul's day, God commended ones ministry by, miracles, wonders, signs,
healing, Etc, Etc.

   B.By people being saved.

   C.By Churches being started.

   D.Today, by Churches being started, people being saved, growth in knowledge,

missionary expansion, obedience to God's word.

l.Remember in the context of this Chapter Paul is defending His Apostleship.

2.The Corinthian Church was proof of Paul's Apostleship.

3.They had been saved under his ministry.

4.False teachers & preachers had put doubt in their minds about Paul.

5.Commendation- To Recommend approve, praise.

6.Boast-To talk of ones deeds, abilities, to be vainly proud.

7.The word boast is used 29 times in this Epistle, and only 26 times in all

the rest of the Epistles. (J.F.B.)
