II  THE CONSIDERATION OF THE CONTEXT.

1.Paul begins with the desire of seeing Israel saved.

2.He testified that the Jews had zeal toward God but not a zeal with knowledge.

3.The Jews were trying to be right with God through keeping the law.

4.The law was used of God to bring people to Christ for salvation.

5.Faith in Christ was God's way of salvation.

6.The Jews received God's law but they did not receive Christ as God's way of salvation.

7.Paul examined the law as a way of righteousness & faith in Christ as the way of righteousness.

8.He proved that faith in Christ was God's way of righteousness.

III  THE CONSIDERATION OF THE TEXT- Romans 10:9-10.

1.The text teaches that it is not enough to trust Jesus Christ with the

heart, we must confess Him with the mouth to please God.

2.When we believe in Christ we know we are saved, but we are commanded

to confess with the mouth & be baptized into a true Church`& serve God.

3.Jesus Himself had much to say about confessing Him- Matthew 10:32-33.

4.Baptism was one of the greatest ways of confessing Jesus as Savior.

5.Many were put to death when they were baptized many years ago.

6.I cannot understand one being saved and not confessing Jesus as Savior.

7.It was something I could not wait to do.

8.People may have reasons for not confessing Christ as Savior, but they

are not based on God's word.
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“CONFESSING THE LORD JESUS CHRIST.”

Romans 10:9-10

1.A few years ago Clint Crozier confessed Christ as his Savior.

2.In his confession he acknowledged that he had been saved for some time.

3.Although being saved he said he knew something was missing.

4.That something that was missing was confession and baptism.

5.There may be others who know they are saved but they have never confessed

the Lord as their Savior.

6.Their life will never be as it should until they confess Christ as Savior.

9.If you have trusted Christ as your Savior it is your duty to confess

Him regardless of your reason for not doing so.

10.You will never be happy in the Lord until you do so.
