10.Job attributed his wealth to God alone-27-28.

11.Job had not sought revenge nor harm on his enemies-29-30.

12.He shared all that God had given him with others-31-32.

13.Job did not fear to go out of his house for he had not wronged others- 34.

14.Job desired to be heard by God & mankind and if he had sinned he would

bear the punishment for his wrong – 35-37.

15.He named a number of things and said if he had been guilty of the violation

of these things let a curse be upon his land - 38-40.

II  THE TEXT CONSIDERED- Job 31:33.

1.Job as I have stated many times was a very early book of the Bible.

2.Here he mentions Adam's sin and Adam trying to hide his sin.

3.Job interpreted Genesis 3:8-10 as Adam trying to hide his sin.

4.Job confessed he was a sinner in the text MY TRANSGRESSIONS !

5.Job also confessed that he did not try to hide his sins like Adam did.

6.Men are very busy trying to hide their sins & as Adam & Eve they try to

blame their sins on someone else.
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I  INTRODUCTION:

“COVERING TRANSGRESSIONS AS ADAM.”

Job 31:33

1.Job is a very good book as all of God's word is - it is of great value.

2.Job was suffering, but he did not know why.

3.Job's friends thought they had all the answers but at the end they found

that they knew very little.

4.God was the only one that knew what was going on.

5.Job declares his moral standing in his opinion- 9-12.

6.Job desired to be weighed in fair balances-6.

7.Job asked to be punished if he had sinned-5,7,8.

8.He stated that he had not used his wealth selfishly, but to help others- 13-25.

9.He also stated that he was not an idolater-26.

2.It is foolish to try to hide our sins from God and we will not prosper

in doing that-Proverbs 28:13a.

3.Confessing & forsaking our sins is God's way to forgiveness-Proverbs 28313b

4.God must be the One to cover our sins- Psalms 85:1-2.

5.This results in the greatest of blessings- Psalms 32:1-2.

6.Trying to hide sin causes mankind great suffering- Psalms 32:3-5.

7.The prevention of sin is the best way to deal with sin-Psalms 37:27:

Ephesians 5:1-4; I John 2:1.

8.Yet when we sin we are to follow God's word for forgiveness- I John 1:9; 2:lb.
III  THE PROPER WAY TO DEAL WITH THE SIN PROBLEM.
