3.Paul stood before Felix & declared he had brought an offering for the

saints of the Church in Jerusalem.

4.Then Paul stood before Festus the Roman ruler that took the place of Felix

in Acts 25.

5.The Jews wanted Festus to send Paul back to Jerusalem to be tried of them

but the main reason was to kill Paul in Jerusalem.

I. THE EXAMINATION OF THE TEXT- Acts 25:19.

6.Festus told the Jews that Caesarea was the place where Paul was to be tried.

7.Paul was forced by Festus to appeal to Caesar which involved a hearing in

Rome.

8.When King Agrippa came to Caesarea to see Festus he asked to hear Paul.

9.Agrippa learned from hearing Paul that he was not guilty of any crime.

10.Festus & Agrippa agreed Paul should have been set freer but he had appealed to Caesar and to Caesar he must go as a Roman citizen.

1.The text in The Amplified Bible-"INSTEAD THEY HAD SOME POINTS OF CONTROVERSY WITH HIM ABOUT THEIR OWN RELIGION OR SUPERSTITION AND CONCERNING ONE JESUS WHO HAD DIED BUT WHOM PAUL KEPT ASSERTING 

[OVER & OVER] TO BE ALIVE."

2.Williams Version-"THEY MERELY HAD A QUARREL WITH HIM ABOUT THEIR OWN

RELIGION AND ABOUT A CERTAIN JESUS WHO HAD DIED BUT PAUL KEPT SAYING

WAS STILL ALIVE."

3.The resurrection of Jesus Christ is God's guarantee that His death was

sufficient to take our sins away.

4.The world knew no one had ever died & came to life again by their own

power, but Jesus did- John 10:17-18.

5.The Jews who were not saved knew the importance of Jesus resurrection

and they tried to stop it- Matthew 27:62-66; 28:11-15.

6.The resurrection was proof positive that Jesus was the Messiah.

7.There was no question about the death of Jesus, they all agreed to that.

8.The question arose over His resurrection which all the gospel hinges on.

9.The religious Jews hated the truth of the resurrection- Acts 4:1-2; 17: 18

32; 26:8, 23-24.

10.It was not a dead Savior that could save but a resurrected Savior-

Hebrews 7:23-25.

11.The resurrection of Jesus Christ is the crowning work of our Savior!

12.The necessity of the resurrection.

A.It was prophesied that Jesus would arise- Psalms 16:10.

B.Jesus said He would arise- Matthew 12:39-40.

C.I Corinthians 15 pointed out the great importance of the resurrection.
