1.The call of Jeremiah & his reluctance to respond positively.

2.He finally responded to his call and prophesied to Judah.

3.If Judah did not repent they would be destroyed by the Babylonians.

4.Judah was living so wicked yet they did not think God would permit them to be destroyed.

5.The false Prophets in Judah was Jeremiah's main problem.

6.Jeremiah would tell them what God said and the false Prophets would deny it

7.The leaders of Judah plotted to kill Jeremiah.

8.Jeremiah was forbidden to marry as a sign of the coming slaughter.

II  TRUTHS RELATIVE TO JBREMIAH AND HIS PROPHESIES.

1.Jeremiah was among the last Prophets that God sent to Judah before her captivity to Babylon.

2.God was making His final appeal to Judah before her captivity,

3.Jeremiah pleaded with Judah to repent.

4.Jeremiah asked Judah to surrender to Babylon when it was too late for them to repent.

5.Judah thought Jeremiah had joined with Babylon to overthrow Judah. He was accused of this by some of the leaders.

6.Pashur a priest & chief governor of the house of God hit Jeremiah and had him put into stocks.

7.Jeremiah told Pashur that God would cause him to have terror on all sides.

8.Pashur Prophesied lies to Judah and he would pay dearly for it.

1.Jeremiah in the time of weakness thought that God had mislead him.

4.Jermiah did this because of the weakness of the flesh.

5.He must have thought that God would keep him from suffering.

6.The Lord never told Jeremiah that he would not suffer.

7.This is what the Lord said when He called Jeremiah as a Prophet. Jeremiah 1:7-10; 18-19.

8.We all misunderstand the Lord some time.

9.The Lord has told His people that they will suffer for Christ sake.

 10.Philippians 1:29 tells us plainly that we shall suffer-for Christ sake.

 11.The attitude we have during times of suffering is important.

 12.The right attitude will cause us to suffer with delight- Acts 5:40-42.

 13.The Lord always tells us what will happen, we just do not listen.

  14.Each real believer will suffer for Christ's sake in some way.
