II  THE CONSIDERATION OF THE TEXT- Luke 13:27.

1.In the story of the Gadarene demoniac in Luke 8:26-39 the people asked Jesus to depart from them in verse 37.

2.Now Jesus told the people that He would tell the unbelieving to depart from Him in the future.

3.Anyone who hears the gospel now and does not believe in Christ basically is saying to Christ DEPART FROM ME !

4.We see in the context that the question was asked Him, ARE THERE FEW THAT BE SAVED? Luke 13:23.

5.The same question could be asked today for it seems there is only a few being saved.

6.We know of course that God's elect will be saved in His own time.

7.Jesus emphasized to the multitude that they must enter in the right gate to be saved. Luke 13:24.

8.Jesus told them that the day would come when He would shut the door into His kingdom and they would seek to enter & they could not- Luke 13:25.

9.Then Jesus would say unto those who had not believed in Him, DEPART FROM ME YE THAT WORK INIQUITY! Luke 13:27.

10.Today is a glorious day when He is inviting sinners to come unto Him for salvation- Matthew 11:28-30.

11.The only hope for sinners is faith in The Lord Jesus Christ.

12.Anything other than faith in Him is a work of iniquity.

13.If you continue in your sin without faith in Christ He will say to you in the day of judgment, DEPART FROM ME !

14.The sin problem can be settled today by trusting Jesus Christ as your Savior.
