1.Some believe the Theme of the book of Romans is THE GOSPEL OF GOD.

2.Others THINK THE Them of Romans is THE RIGHTEOUSNESS OF GOD.

3.The truth is THE GOSPEL PRESENTS THE RIGHTEOUSNESS OF God!

4.The first three Chapters of Romans deals with the corruption or depravity of mankind.

5.The book of Romans declares that all mankind needs The righteousness of God!

6.Romans 3:26 says that mankind may be right with God only through faith in Jesus Christ.

7.Some have thought that Romans 3 is the most important Chapter in the book of Romans.

8.Others think that Romans 3 is the most important Chapter in the Bible relative to justification.

II  THE EXPOSITION OF ROMANS 3:1-3.

1.The Jews had some real problems with what Paul taught in Romans 1 & 2.

2.God's final judgment will be that of the condition of one/s heart in relation to The Lord Jesus Christ.

3.The question was asked, what advantage did the Jew have over the Gentile?

4.Since the Gentile could be justified by Faith in Christ what advantage did the Jew have over the Gentile?

5.The Jews naturally thought they were just since they were descendants of Abraham.

6.The advantage the Jew had was that God's word was given to the Jews.

7.The Jew was not justified for having the word of God, but BELIEVING the word of God.

8.Most of the Jews did not believe the word of God nor believe that Jesus was the Messiah.

9.Paul said since the Jews did not believe, did that mean that God was unfaithful in what He had promised to Abraham's descendants.

10.Paul said in the text God forbid, by no means, away with such a thought.

III  THE EXAMINATION OF THE TEXT- Romans 3:4.

1.God has always been faithful & will always be faithful.

2.The problem was with the Jews in not embracing God's word by faith.

3.God was found to be true in all He had done or promised.

4.Regardless as to what God's word has stated it is always true & right.

5.If God says one thing & the world as a whole says something else, God is true and every man a liar.

6.God is justified or right in anything & everything that He says.

7.Paul quotes Psalms 51:4 to indicate that David wrote the same thing & believed the same thing.

8.David & Paul was saying the same thing, that God's judgment is right in all things & about all people. They were both inspired by God to write this.
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
