10.God is mentioned some 40 times in this book.

1.The basic meaning of the text is that, HISTORY REPEATS ITSELF OVER & OVER AGAIN

2.God set a pattern for the earth & the universe to follow and that is exactly what happens over & over again.

4.God  gave the seasons, the sun & moon, the rotation of the solar system and everything rotates in its God given path.

5.God requires the past in that He requires the return of the same cycle of events as in the past over & over again.

1.Solomon speaks of how vain & empty life is without faith in God.

2.The prevailing attitude of this book is one of melancholy.(That is one of sadness, gloom, and depression.)

3.This book was written by Solomon when he was an old man.

4.Solomon revealed in this book himself as a very unhappy man.

5.He had tried everything in this world during his life time.

6.The word vanity is used some 37 times in this book.

7.Vanity defined-The emptiness of all life apart from God Almighty.

8.Solomon's summary of this life-One is born, he eats & drinks, works, rejoices, experiences a little joy with his family, suffers, dies & leaves it all

9.Man's main duty is to fear God as he looks to the future judgment-Eccles.12:13-14.

III  TEE APPLICATION TO OUR DAY.

1.The most awful thing that mankind has done is to sin against God.

2.God required the penalty to Adam's sin which is death.(Genesis 2:17.)

3.God required the same thing in Noah's day which is still death.Gen.6:5-7.

5.God even requires penalty to the sins of His own people that are past- I Peter 4:17.
