3.Jesus cured the woman of an 18 year old sickness on the Sabbath day-l0-19.

4.Then He gave the Parable of the leaven-20-21.

5.Which brings us to our subject.

1.Jesus emphasized the importance of repentance in Verses 1-5.

2.He then spoke the parable of the fig tree-6-9.

II LORD, ARE THERE FEW THAT BE SAVED?

1.Jesus taught in the cities & villages as He went toward Jerusalem.

2.We are not told who asked this most important question.

3.Through the years I have wondered about this question myself.

4.We have witnessed & preached to many, but it seems few have been saved.

5.Jesus ministered to multiplied thousands, but only a few were saved.

6.We know of course all of the elect of God was saved.

7.The Pharisees had a different view as to the following of Jesus in John 12:19.

8.Yet after some three years of the greatest preaching this world has known only a few was saved - Acts 1:15. This verse joined with I Corinthian 15:6 reveals some 620 souls.

III AN EXPOSITION OF LUKE 13:22-30.
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I  INTRODUCTION:

"LORD, ARE THERE FEW THAT BE SAVED?"

Luke 13:23

1.Starting in verse 1 Jesus emphasized the importance of Salvation.

2.He warns that one is not to trifle with their souls Salvation.

3.He said one is to strive, (Struggle) to enter the Kingdom of God.

4.He said the gate was narrow & few would enter in.

5.He said many shall seek to enter in and not be able.

6.From the example given by the people in the gospel writings the reason they could not enter in was because they did not want to enter God's way.

7.God's way into the Kingdom is through Jesus Christ- John 10:9.

8.Verses 25-27 says when God closes the door of Salvation it will be closed forever.

9.God has people from all over the world in the Kingdom in every period- 29.

10.When one will not enter God's kingdom God's way all that is left is judgment-28.

11.The Jews were called first, but they rejected Jesus as The Christ and they became last.

12.The Gentiles were called last & they received Jesus as Christ so they became first.

13.The door of Salvation is still open today & Jesus says COME UNTO ME!

14.0ne day the door will close forever!
