1.In this Chapter Paul tells of his life before & after his conversion.

2.He stood before Festus and King Agrippa II and defended himself.

3.Paul was originally a Pharisee and the son of a Pharisee and a Roman citizen.

4.He was also a Jew born in Tarsus a City of Cilicia.

5.He was educated in Jerusalem at the feet of Gamaliel a doctor of the Law.

6.Paul was one of the most promising Pharisees in his day, he profited in the Jews religion above many his equals.

7.He had a zeal against Jesus of Nazareth & persecuted God's people.

8.The Jews respected Paul & gave him authority to arrest Christians & bring them to Jerusalem to be tried.

9.God in His abundant mercy saved Paul as he vent to Damascus to persecute God's people there.

10.He had been in prison some two years at Caesarea·

11.He came before Felix, then Festus and now before King Agrippa II.

1Z.Paul was forced to appeal to Caesar as a Roman citizen rather than be sent to Jerusalem and tried by the Jews & be killed by them.

13.When he was questioned by King Agrippa II he could have been released for he had done nothing worthy of imprisonment or death, but he had appealed to Caesar and to Caesar he must go.

14.He was doing here what Jesus said he would do in Acts 9:15-16.

15.He preached the gospel of Jesus Christ plain & simple.

II  THE EXAMINATION OF THE TEXT- Acts 26:24.

1.As Paul preached the gospel Festus the governor said with a loud voice that Paul WAS BESIDE HIMSELF that is to say, HE WAS OUT OF HIS MIND!

2.Evidently Festus was embarrassed before King Agrippa his guest.

3.Paul assured Festus he was not out of his mind but spoke the truth- Acts 26:25.
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4.Paul used the knowledge of King Agrippa as proof of what he said-Acts 26:26-27.

5.King Agrippa stated he had not done anything wrong and he was not worthy of imprisonment or death and might have been released-Acts 26:32.

6.Festus still thought Paul was crazy.

7.The lost think God's people today are crazy.

A.They think the preaching of the gospel is foolishness- I Corinthians 1:18.

B.Those who are saved know that the gospel is the power of God.

C.The death & the resurrection of Jesus Christ is mankind's only hope.

8.Regardless what mankind thinks about what we are doing we will continue preaching the gospel until we die or until Jesus comes again.
