1.This Epistle was written by Paul just before he was put to death.

2.He was concerned about Timothy 6 all young ministers as to their ministry.

3.He wanted to advise them in every way he could before his death.

4.Paul charged all young ministers for all time as to the following,

A.To preach the word of God.

B.To be ready to preach at all times regardless of the circumstance.

C.To feed, correct and encourage the flock with all patience.

D.The time would come when God's professed people would not heed sound

doctrine.
E.Though this was true the faithful minister would keep on preaching the

whole truth.

F.Paul had done all this, now he was encouraging others to do the same.

5.He makes general statements about those he had worked with, good & bad.

6.He instructs Timothy what to bring him when he came.

7.He speaks of those who forsook him when he was tried.

8.Paul sends his best to all saints before his death.

II  PROFITABLE FOR THE MINISTRY.

1.Every believer is to seek to profit the ministry of Christ in the earth.

2.Whatever they do, they are to do their best.

3.Note Paul said, TAKE MARK & BRING HIM WITH THEE: FOR HE IS PROFITABLE TO ME FOR THE MINISTRY!

4.Whoever your Pastor may be he will consider each member h he will have

an opinion of you as profitable or unprofitable to the ministry.

S.There is nothing more discouraging in the ministry than unfaithfulness!

6.If you take something to do, be faithful!

7.Paul had Timothy, Luke and finally Mark who were profitable.

8.John Mark had started with Paul & Barnabas-Acts 13:5-Then stopped-Acts 13:13. Then he caused the split between Paul & Barnabas-Acts 15:36-41. Some 10-12 years had past he had repented & now was profitable to the ministry.
