4.The word Baptist is used some 15 times in the gospel writings, and every time it is used it is in reference to John.

5.0ne Bible teacher said, WHEN GOD WAS READY FOR A WORLD HE MADE ONE, AND WHEN GOD WAS READY FOR A BAPTIST HE MADE JOHN.

6.Sound Baptist believe that John was The first Baptist preacher on earth.

7.Sound Baptist also believe that the Church that Jesus built while here on earth was a Baptist Church.

8.The name Baptist is Biblical not just denominational.

9.The ministry of John The Baptist is a pattern for every Baptist preacher.

1.In every period of time there have been important people.

2.John The Baptist was very important in his day.

3.Jesus pointed this out when He stated what He did in Matthew 11:11.

II  THE LIFE AND MINISTRY OF JOHN THE BAPTIST.

1.John was a man sent of God- John 1:6.

2.John was sent as a witness of Jesus as The Christ, the Light, The Son of God-John 1:7-10; 34.

3.John was sent to baptize- John 1:33.

4.Jesus was not well received by the Jews- John 1:11.

5.Jesus was received by only a remnant of the Jews, God's elect-John 1:12-13

6.John taught that Jesus The eternal Son of God was made flesh-John 1:14.

7.The Holy Spirit pointed Jesus out to John & he pointed other people to Christ- John 1:33; 1:29.

8.John wanted people to follow Jesus not himself- John 1:37.

III  THE EXAMINATION OF THE TEXT- John 1:29.

1.In 1857 Charles Hadden Spurgeon was to preach at the Crystal Palace in London England. He quoted this passage and a man was saved.

2.Roger Clark, an English martyr before being burned at the stake quoted this text to the people.

3.A young telegraph operator who was concerned about his soul received and

sent a message with this scripture passage in it and he and another young

man was saved through this passage.

4.All believers must see Jesus as John saw Him.

5.John saw Jesus as The Lamb of God.
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John 1:29

6.This Title spoke volumes to the Jews.

7.This pointed to the lamb that was sacrificed both morning & evening each day. Then it pointed to the four lambs slain   on the Sabbath day two in the morning & two in the evening.

8.Jesus was The Lamb slain to take our sins away- I Peter 1:19; Rev. 5:6 & 9
