1.Here  in the last Chapter of the book of Job we find Job's repentance of the things that was wrong in his life.

2.Job points out the Omnipotence of God, or that God is all powerful.

3.Then, he points out the Omniscience of God, that He is all knowing.

4.God charges the three friends of Job with folly in the way they treated Job.

5.They had stated that Job was guilty of sins and a hypocrite, which was not true.

6.God rebuked them and spoke well of Job as being true unto God.

7.Job had lost all he had & God restored everything to Job, only it was twice as much as he had before.

8.All of Job's friends & family came back to him after his trial.

II  THE CONSIDERATION OF THE TEXT JOB 42:10.

1.The meaning of Job's captivity being turned meant, THAT GOD RESTORED JOB AND ALL HE HAD.

2.Job was freed from all his trials and the distress he had experienced.

3.The time that Job was restored was when he prayed for his three friends.

4.A forgiving spirit is very important in ones prayer life.

III  THE SIMILARITIES OF JOB AND CHRIST.

1.Job was wealthy in the earth-Jesus Christ had all the wealth of heaven.

2.Job lost all he had-Jesus forfeited all He had for our sake.

3.Job's friends & family turned from him-The disciples turned from Jesus.

4.Job felt that he would die-Jesus did die for God's elect people.

5.God restored all to Job-Jesus was resurrected.

6.Job's friends and family returned to him-Jesus returned to His disciples.

7.Job died 140 years later-When Jesus comes the second time Job and all the saints will live forever.
