1.In this Chapter John was writing to saved people- I John 2:12-14; 5:13.

2.He wrote to them about a number of important things, such as :

A.The Father, The Son, fellowship with them, Salvation, The Joys of the Child of God, the walk of the believer, confessing & forgiveness of sin.

B.Knowing The Father & The Son, Keeping Their commandments, loving God's

people, hating God's people, praying.

C.John warned them about the opposers of Christ. He spoke of the future

glory of the believer being like Christ. Trying the spirits, and knowing that a person is saved.

3.What John wrote was a commandment of The Father.

A.To believe on The Lord Jesus Christ as His Son.

B.To love each other as the children Of God.

4.Then God The Father has commanded lost sinners to repent & believe the gospel. Mark 1:14-15; Acts 17:30.

5.The sinner does not have to understand why he needs to repent, but simply God has told him to repent & he must repent.

II  THE EXAMINATION OF THE TEXT- I John 3:23.

1.We have already found in the third point in the introduction the command of the Father involves two things.

A.Belief in Jesus as the Christ the Son of God.

B.To love one another as the children of God.

2.Many years ago a man who worked with the railway in England had a young son playing on the tracks in the rail yard, suddenly a train came on the tracks where the boy was playing, the father knew he could not get to his son in time told him to lay down between the tracks and the boys life was saved because the son obeyed his father.

3.This is true of all God's children, we are to obey all of God's commands just because He has commanded us to do or not do something.

4.God as creator commands lost sinners to do or not do something & they are responsible to obey God as their creator.

5.Every saint or sinner is to realize that God has commanded and they are to obey Him without fail. If they do not obey God they will have to pay the penalty for disobedience.

III  TRUTHS ABOUT OBEYING THE COMMANDS OF GOD.

1.Both sinner & saint have been told how one is saved."FOR YE ARE ALL THE CHILDREN OF GOD BY FAITH IN JESUS CHRIST." Galatians 3:26.

2.To fail to have faith in Jesus Christ as our Savior is fatal.

3.Many years ago a lady in Wisconsin had a friend who lived in a boarding house whose rooms were 60 feet above the pavement. While visiting her friend, fire broke out in the boarding house & they were trapped inside. They screamed for help as they came to the window, as they looked down all they could see was smoke & people below. They jumped & the people had made a net with ropes & blankets and their lives were saved.

3.Sinners are saved by the works of another, Jesus Christ! They must trust Him & they will be saved by the grace of God & faith In Christ.
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
